The minutes of 131* meeting held on 19" and 20" January, 2016 were confirmed.

Agenda: Item No. 2

The following NOC Applications were put up for specific consideration of Authority:

(i) & (ii)  Member Secretary briefed the Authority about the two cases referred by
the Ministry of Culture for consideration. After detailed discussion, it was
decided that MoC may be requested to furnish copy of the complaint and
other records submitted therewith in respect of alleged irregularity in
construction undertaken at Plot No.s J-4 and J-13, Green Park, New Delhi.

(iii) Authority discussed the matter relating to alleged irregularity in construction of
building at 14 Janpath lane, New Delhi. It was decided that ASI may be asked to
furnish all the correspondence made by them on this issue alongwith Expert
Committee order, Supreme Court (Singie Bench)(Double Bench) orders, copies
of ASI notices to NDMC and the applicant as also copy of withdrawal letter sent by
NDMC.

(iv) Authority decided that Scindia School, Madhya Pradesh, may be asked to furnish
written reply to the notice sent to them. They may apply for reqgularization of

construction through proper channel which will be considered alongwith comments
of CA on this issue.
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(v) In addition to above cases, MS mentioned the alleged violation of provisions of Act
by Dr. Sanjeev Vohra, 4, Laxman Nagar, Kheria Road, Agra. After deliberation
Authority decided that ASI may be directed to furnish copies of letters sent by SA,
Agra Circle, on this issue on the basis of which demolition order was issued.

Agenda: Item No. 3

It was decided by the authority that NMA will recommend the set back upto 100 mtr limit i.e.
prohibited area of a monument in such cases where the proposed site falls partly in prohibited
and partly in regulated area. Further setback as per rules and regulations of Local Bodies are to
be decided and enforced by local bodies concerned.

Additional Agenda No. 1

MS informed the authority that representations have been received from Karnataka, Tamil Nadu
and Himachal Pradesh stating that NOC is not being issued by CA in Form IV even after the
Regularization Charges levied by Authority was deposited. After deliberation, it was decided that
NMA should ask DG to seek suggestions from SA on our letter of RC, as detailed suggestion on
the utilization of the RC (Regularization Charge) asked for from the C.A.s have also not been
received.

Agenda: Item No. 4 Consideration of NOC applications

Deferred Cases
Case no. 01

(Smt. Ruchi Rai Singhani, Shri Pratik Bharat Shah and Shri Ramesh Uttamchand Ramchandani,
Kashmere Gate, Delhi)

After perusal of the application, it was decided to recommend grant of NOC in this case for
construction of Stilt+4 floors with the total height of 18 mtrs including mumty, parapet, water-
tank etc. leaving a setback of 6.10 mtrs from front side. The applicant should ensure that the all
types of construction should take place in the regulated area; with floor area Stilt=G.F=
421.33 sqm, F.F =5.F=T.F = 418.57 sqm.,

Case no. 02

(G. Corp properties Pvt. Ltd. Rehal Buildtech Pvt. Ltd.,, IHHR Hospital Pvt. Ltd, Pune,
Maharashtra)

After perusal of the application, it was decided to ask the applicant to submit a revised building
plan for all the 6 blocks upto height of 20 mtrs inclusive all as permissible around this
monument. Thereafter, the case will be considered again
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Case no, 03
(Shri Shashi Jadhav Developers Pvt. Ltd, Kolhapur, Maharashtra)

After perusal of the application, it was decided to ask the CA to provide a copy of approved City
Development Plan of Nasik. Thereafter, the case would be taken up for consideration.

Case no. 04
(Shri Vidyadhar Kesharchand Doshi, Solapur, Maharashtra)

After perusal of the application, it was decided to recommend grant of NOC in this case for
construction of G+3 floors with the total building height restricted to 18 mtrs including mumty,
parapet, water-tank etc. The applicant may ask to submit a revised building plan.

The NOC is granted subject to the following conditions:

1. A Regularization Charge (RC) of Rs. 1 lakh should be imposed on the applicant for
construction without prior sanction. This amount should be utilized for providing
facilities/amenities at the protected monument under overall guidance of ASI.

Case no. 05
(Shri Dipak Mahan Lal Aggarwal, Ahmednagar, Maharashtra)

After perusal of the application, it was decided to recommend grant of NOC in this case for re-
construction of Basement+G+3 floors with the total height of 15.40 mtrs including mumty,
parapet, water-tank etc. with floor area G.F = 128.725 sqm, F.F=S.F= 135.647 sgm, T.F=
12.67 sqm. and basement with the depth 1.20 mtr.

Case no. 06
(Smt. Laxmi, Bidar, Karnataka)

After perusal of the application, it was decided to recommend grant of NOC in this case for
construction of Stilt+GF+2 floors with the total height of 14 mtrs including mumty, parapet,
water-tank etc. with floor area Stilt= G.F=F.F=S.F= 160 sqm.

Case no. 07
(Shri Shiva Kumar, Gulbarga, Karnataka)

After perusal of the application, it was decided to recommend grant of NOC in this case for
reconstruction of Celler+GF+2 floors with the total height of 10.44 mtrs including mumty,
parapet, water-tank etc. with floor area Celler= 239.18 sqm, G.F=F.F= 208.18 sqm., S.F=
220,35 sgm.
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Case no. 08
(Director, Department of Tourisim, Government of Odisha, Khurda, Odisha)

After perusal of the application, it was decided to recommend grant of NOC in this case for
construction of craft complex building on the plot Nos. 3301, 3302, 3303, 3304 and 3306 of
Khata no. 411, Mouza Bhubaneshwar; with the total height of 12.95 mtrs including mumty,
parapet, water-tank etc. with floor area GF= 1376 sqm, FF= 1056 sqm, SF= 1182 sqm. the
applicant may be advised to use traditional material and facade in the construction. Moreover,
there should not be any construction within the prohibited area.

Review Cases
Case no. 01
(Shri Rameshwar Goswami, F-45 Green park, New Delhi)

After perusal of the application, it was decided to review this case for construction of
basement+Stilt+4 floors with the total height of 18 mtrs including mumty, parapet, water-tank
etc. with floor area Stilt= 187.45 sqm, G.F= 187.47 sqm, F.F=S.F=TF= 184.98 sgm. and
basement = 124.58 sqm with depth of 2.90 mitr. ,
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
